State Outlier List

Expenditure data was the focus of extensive outlier analysis. The national estimates were examined first, particularly the special equipment and land ownership expenditure data. A purchase was flagged it if was over $60,000. If the same item was reported by more than one household member or double-reported by a respondent, it was deleted. If the respondent’s income level was not high enough to support a big-ticket purchase it was assumed the respondent reported the total value of their recreation equipment instead of the amount spent that year, and the amount was deleted. Twenty-six expenditure items were deleted from the national data set. The national table estimates were produced using this data set.

Next the national data set was divided into fifty state data sets, and a separate outlier analysis was done on each. Again the special equipment and land ownership were subject to close scrutiny, given their large influence on total expenditures (a single big-ticket purchase, combined with a large respondent weight, can account for hundreds of millions of dollars in estimated recreational expenditures). The initial tabulated state expenditure tables were examined, starting with the average per spender numbers. If the state average was significantly bigger than the national average and/or the state average in the 2006 survey, that category's data frequency was analyzed. When a top estimate was more than three times the next highest estimate, the respondent's income, amount of recreational activity, and number of other expenditures were examined. Twenty-two expenditure items were deleted from the state data sets (but remained on the national data set).

In order to replicate some published estimates in the State Reports, the following outlier adjustments need to be made to the Sportsperson and Wildlife-watching data (Fh3 and FH4) included on this cd. Variables that had outliers will need to have their values changed to the values listed below.  For each outlier, the ID, LINENUM, variable name, and the value the variable was changed to is listed.
